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Introduction
The formulation of this policy is one, which is beneficial to Glenfield Rovers AFC by providing the finest football facilities and playing environment for each individual team from the Northern Premier League side (1st Team) to the beginners (under 6’s). This is not specifically for McFetridge Park, but also Onepoto Domain.

Approval for utilisation of the two reserves is to be sought from the Club Management Committee for all activities all year round. It also incorporates the responsibility of assembling, disassembling and storage of playing equipment in the correct areas.

McFetridge Park/ Onepoto Domain
Field Utilisation

March - September 

All Pre-season training and/or fixtures are to be approved only by the Club Management Committee. The utilisation of each individual field to be used is to be scrutinised by the Club Management Committee with consideration to:

· The field utilisation at the time

· The ‘status’ of the team(s) seeking approval

· The purpose of the utilisation

· The condition of the field sought after

McFetridge Park No. 1 is to be used sparingly from the completion of the summer season until winter play begins.

· There is no training on McFetridge Park No.1, unless approved by the Club Management Committee

· On playing days McFetridge Park No. 1 is not to be used until 10:00am. This is to be conveyed to the governing body to ensure that there are no fixtures before this time on this field. This includes Midget and 9th Grade football.

· From 10:00am fixtures are permitted on McFetridge Park No.1. Spectators, supporters, parents and players not taking the field of play, are to remain behind the permanent spectator barriers or erected ropes for all Glenfield Teams and their opposition.
Grade Convenors and ultimately the Coach/Manager of each team are responsible for keeping people behind these barriers.

Equipment is to be returned to its appropriate storage area. This includes all collapsible goals, cones and other equipment that is put out at the start of play. It is the responsibility of the grade convenor to organise the setting out and return of the equipment to the correct areas at the completion of play.

McFetridge Park No. 2, No. 3 & No.4 are to be used for training and also the playing of competition games. 

· Approval for use is to be sought from the Club Management Committee following the presentation of an utilisation plan. 

· The Club Management Committee delegates are responsible for training allocations on these fields and will dictate the day, time and field for training.

· Junior grade teams are not to train past 6:30pm in the evenings. Senior team training is not to start before 6:30pm.

· Equipment is to be returned from where it was obtained.

Playing days will see a roster from the senior side of the Club at McFetridge Park move large goals into place, erect nets, place corner flags and dugouts where directed. 

· This is to take place between 8:30am and 9:00am on Saturdays. The Club Captain shall oversee this roster.

· Onepoto Domain have a midget roster who erect the nets on the goals.

· The dropping of nets, corner flags and dugouts is the responsibility of the last Glenfield team playing on that field whether it is at McFetridge Park or Onepoto Domain.
The Club Management Committee reserves the right to move fixtures between fields or abandon fixtures at McFetridge Park for the betterment of the facilities. The Club will then liaise with it’s governing body on behalf of teams as per the abandonment of a particular fixture.

Field Utilisation

September - March

Seven-a-side summer soccer is to be a coordinated utilisation between the Club Management Committee, the North Shore City Council and the Seven-a-side organisation groups. Consultation with the North Shore City Council is to be completed in advance for early planning by the organisation groups with utilisation approval given by the Club Management Committee.

· The purpose of the utilisation

· The condition of the field sought after
